 Article XI Section E
CODE OF CONDUCT FOR PLAYERS, COACHES, AND PARENTS

SCAA has created this “Code of Conduct” for the purpose of ensuring a safe and educational arena for our communities’ youth sports programs. By signing the SCAA registration form, I as the parent, participant or family member have received and will adhere to this SCAA Code of Conduct.  If I choose not to sign, I forfeit all rights to participate in any Salem event.

The followings rules will be adhered to by all SCAA members during any scheduled Salem event.  Salem members are responsible for the actions of their guests.  All Salem events are considered one hour before to one hour after scheduled time  (Example: Flag football to Senior football game is considered one event).

• At no time during the course of a game or practice will any person confront a coach for any reason, unless there is considered to be an emergency regarding the physical well being of the participant. In this event, the conversation must be done in a formal and respectful manner away from the participants. 

• Participants, coaches, and parents shall not misuse or intentionally damage SCAA, County, or any opposing association’s property. If so, you will be held responsible for the full cost of the new replacement equipment or property damage and subject to disciplinary action.
• Coaches, players, participants and parents shall not be drawn into or involved in an abusive verbal or physical confrontation with another parent, coach, official, participant, or opposing association during any scheduled event at any time. 

• At no time during the course of any Salem scheduled event will a roster participant indulge in any form of tobacco, alcohol, or drugs. Any adult roster participant that needs to smoke or chew must do so off the playing field; this also includes any special event arenas. At no time is anyone allowed to use alcohol or illegal drug products at SCAA sponsored events.
CONSEQUENCES FOR VIOLATING ANY OF THE ABOVE:

Infractions of these principels will result in disciplinary actions including; suspension from games, facilities, and team but not limited to, suspension from the Corporation activities; all without reimbursement of any fees. The respective sports Director shall make the determination for the proper disciplinary action.  The Director has the right to notify the Executive Board within 48 hours for further investigation.  If this is done, the participant(s) involved will be suspended until the SCAA Executive Board investigation is completed and the disciplinary action will be communicated to the Director as stated above. The Board decision may be appealed as stated in Article X of our By-laws.
